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Diamond Sketch 

A Card tutorial by Connie Smith, Highdesert Designs 

      

Here are two of the finished cards. This tutorial will show you how to make this sketch design using any color 

combination.  This set uses the Peach Parfait and Cajun Craze color combo. Just substitute light and dark 

colors to get the same effect.  

Ingredi ents needed for this card color combo:  

Stamp Sets: Circle Circus, Vintage vogue, Friends Never Fade, Play on Words 

Cardstock: Very Vanilla, Peach Parfait, Cajun Craze, Early Espresso, In-color Designer paper Hostess Level I 

Inks: Peach parfait, Cajun craze, Black or Early Espresso 

Accessories: Peach parfait poly twill ribbon, Early Espresso 1/8ò taffeta ribbon, gold brads, Flower punch from 

Itty Bitty shapes punch pack, Needle tool, mat pack, Snail adhesive, dimensionals. 

Cut the cardstocks into pieces as follows for each card.  One sheet of the 6x6 designer paper will make enough 

strips for 4 cards:  

Very Vanilla: 1- 2.5x2.5 square, 1 scrap for words 

Peach Parfait: 8 ½ x 4 ¼  card base; 1- 3ò square for largest mat (choice of this mat or early espresso) 

Cajun craze: 1- 4x 5 ıò rectangle (base on main card); 1 2 Ĳ x 2 Ĳ square 

Early Espresso:  2 strips: 1 Ĳ x 3 ı (to mat designer paper); 1 square 3ò square (center medallion mat) 

Designer paper: Peach parfait, 2 strips 1 İ x 3ò  

1. Cut a strip of Early espresso cardstock 3 ıò wide, by 8 İò. Then cut this strip into 1 Ĳò strips as 

shown. 

2. You will get 4 strips, plus a strip (not quite 1 Ĳò left over t use as matting for the words. 
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Next cut your designer paper into 1 İ ñ strips. Youôll get 4 strips from one 6 x 6 piece. 

 

      
 

Then cut these 6ò strips in half to give you the 8 1 İ x 3ò strips for the front of your card.  

Your dsp strips will match up with the early espresso strips you just cut. You can use either side of the 

designer paper, depending on the look you want.  
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Also cut a strip of early espresso 3 ı x 8 İò . These strips are shown here:  

 

  
 

 Cut the squares for the peach, Cajun, Vanilla, and Early espresso. I always layout my squares and strips 

to match them all up to make sure Iôve cut everything. I also use a lot of sticky notes to label the pieces 

in case there is a slight difference in measurements. I have had people put the wrong sizes together, 

which can be avoided by labeling the pieces as shown above.    

Here is what your squares for the center design should look like. Youôll have some scrap pieces left over 

I used for punching the flowers (Cajun craze strip) and stamping the words (on the vanilla)  

 
 

Cut your card bases and the mat for the front of the card:  
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After cutting all your pieces, line up all your mats and pieces to make sure you have them all cut. I 

usually line them up as they would be on the card as shown here:  

 

         
 

 

Take your 2 İ ñ vanilla square and stamp the background using the spray of flowers from the Vintage 

Vogue set,  using a ñstamp offò method to get a lighter image. You ink your stamp, stamp on scratch 

paper, then stamp on your cardstock. This gives a very light image. Itôs great for creating background 

ópapersô.  

 

       
 

Next stamp your center main focal piont design using the darker color: Cajun craze shown here. I used 

two different designs. I used the Flower from Friends never Fade on one card, and the large flower 

medallion from Circle Circus on another card.  On the Circle Circus piece I also used one of the smaller 

circle designs for the corners.
